resides beneath the surface, ready to be discovered.

3) The EMPRESS tarot card symbolises motherhood, fertility, nurturing,
creativity, abundance, and natural beauty. She embodies the traits of a
loving and caring figure who is patient and supportive. In a reading, she
may indicate success, prosperity, and creativity, while also serving as a
caution against being overly possessive or indulgent, depending on the

context.

4) The EMPEROR card in a Tarot reading represents authority, power,
structure, and stability. It signifies control, discipline, and order in your
life. This card often symbolises a protective figure who provides guidan-
ce, establishes clear boundaries, and leads by example. It also encoura-
ges a practical approach to addressing challenges, emphasising logical
and rational thinking. The Emperor highlights the significance of embra-

breath and trust yourself - you've got the strength to handle anything.
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12) The MANGMAN card in tarot signifies surrender, sacrifice, and a
shift in perspective. It encourages letting go of old patterns and creating
space for growth. Patience and a deeper understanding of oneself may

be necessary. Embrace change and trust the process.

13) The DEATH card in tarot represents the end of a situation or rela-
tionship, urging us to let go of what no longer serves us and embrace
transformation and new beginnings.
